Covers arithmetic, algebra, geometry, and
data analysis
Includes problem-solving and quantitative
comparison questions
Emphasizes basic math concepts and logica
reasoning
Calculator allowed for selected questions

Reasoning Section



Consists of “Analyze an Issue” task
Measures critical thinking and writing skills
Focus on clarity, coherence, and argument
development
Practice essays improve performance and
confidence
